	Childcare costs in: • Nurseries, childminders and holiday childcare is generally about 10 per cent cheaper than the regional average, while after-school clubs are about 40 per cent cheaper. Despite this, many parents still find childcare unaffordable, as wages are low in this local authority.
• East of England average prices are £110.92 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders = £4.85 per hour, after-school clubs = £49.46 per week and a holiday club = £111.13 per week.
	Gaps in provision in: • A childcare sufficiency report was undertaken in 2014, although this only covered under-fives provision.
• The biggest gaps in provision are free places for two, three and four year olds, and childcare for parents who work outside normal office hours.
• Peterborough’s population is predicted to grow in the next five years and this will increase the demand for free early education places.
	Free early education in: • 1,585 two year olds were eligible for free early education in September 2014. Take up stood at 84 per cent of eligible children in November 2014, significantly higher than regional (66 per cent) and national averages (60 per cent).  
• There is an almost universal take up of free early education among three year olds in this local authority.
• This ethnically diverse and deprived local authority has done very well to achieve a very high take-up of free early education provision.
	Comment: Many people who live in Peterborough have moved there from elsewhere in the UK or overseas. This migration usually severs informal childcare networks who can provide childcare outside normal office hours.
