Childcare costs in Richmond Park

Richmond Upon Thames

» All types of childcare are significantly more expensive than the London-wide average. Childcare in this local authority is among the most
expensive in the UK.

» London average prices are £152.06 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders = £5.85 per hour, after-school
clubs = £53.65 per week and a holiday club = £111.78 per week.

Gaps in provision in Richmond Park

Richmond Upon Thames

* The local authority undertook a childcare sufficiency assessment in 2014, which is available from the local authority.
» The most recent data indicates that there are no large gaps in childcare in Richmond, although many parents need childcare
that starts before 8am as they commute into London.

Free early education in Richmond Park

Richmond Upon Thames

» 377 two year olds were eligible for free early education in September 2014. Take up stood at 85 per cent in November 2014,
much higher than the London-wide (50 per cent) and national averages (60 per cent).
* 99 per cent of three and four year olds have taken up their free early education compared to 96 per cent across England.

The cost of childcare for low and middle income families is a major barrier to work in this
local authority.




Childcare costs in Richmond Park

Kingston upon Thames

* The costs of nurseries and childminders are similar to the London average for London, whereas after-school and holiday childcare is often 25-40
per cent more expensive than the London average.

* London average prices are £152.06 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders = £5.85 per hour, after-school
clubs = £53.65 per week and a holiday club = £111.78 per week.

Gaps in provision in Richmond Park

Kingston upon Thames

* The local authority undertook a childcare sufficiency assessment in 2014, which is available from the local authority.
» The main gaps in provision are for three and four year olds and holiday childcare.

» Many families in this local authority need childcare early in the morning as they commute into London.

Free early education in Richmond Park

Kingston upon Thames

» 556 two year olds were eligible for free early education in September 2014, with take-up rates higher than the London-wide (50 per cent)
average, but lower than the national averages (60 per cent).

» 22 per cent of eligible two year olds were receiving their free early education in settings judged to be inadequate or in need of improvement in
January 2014 compared to 13 per cent across England.

* 93 per cent of three and four year olds have taken up their free early education compared to 96 per cent across England.

Comment

Kingston upon Thames

This local authority needs to work harder to ensure that all vulnerable two year receive their free early education in high quality

settings.
