	Childcare  a constituency profile: • 25 per cent of children lived in poverty in 2013 (after housing costs)
	Childcare costs in: North Ayrshire

• Scotland average prices are £110.01 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders = £4.00 per hour, after-school clubs = £49.03 per week and a holiday club = £104.28 per week. 
• Childcare costs in North Ayrshire are lower than the Scottish national average. Nurseries are 15 per cent lower, childminders are 10 per cent lower, and holiday clubs are 20 per cent lower. However, after-school clubs are 50 per cent higher than the Scottish average.
	Gaps in provision in: North Ayrshire

The local authority has little data about whether childcare provision is sufficient to meet local demand.  
	Free early education in: North Ayrshire

North Ayrshire has had to find a large number of places (280) for deprived two year olds who now qualify for free early education.

• Nursery, childminder, after-school and holiday childcare prices tend to be 10-20 per cent cheaper in this local authority than the Scotland-wide average.

The local authority has managed to register almost all three and four year olds in early education provision, with a registration rate of 100 per cent.
