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	Childcare  a constituency profile: • 4,400 children aged 0-4
• 8,800 children aged 5-14

	Childcare costs in: • The prices of nursery, childminder and holiday childcare is generally similar to the regional average. 
• After-school childcare is much cheaper than in neighbouring local authorities, because a lot of use has been made of school premises to provide wrap-around childcare. This can keep prices down.  
• North West average prices are £106.14 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders = £3.65 per hour, after-school clubs = £43.03 per week and a holiday club = £103.38 per week.
	Gaps in provision in: The local authority undertook a childcare sufficiency assessment in 2014.The biggest gaps in provision are after-school and holiday childcare, despite much effort into increasing provision. Parts of Blackpool have fewer childcare places per head of population than more prosperous areas. Demand for childcare is low because many parents struggle to pay for it. Childcare providers may also have difficulty making enough money to stay in business, which means that some parents who need childcare may struggle to find it.
	Free early education in: • 1,090 two year olds were eligible for free early education in September 2014. Take up stood at 66 per cent in November 2014, similar to the regional (64 per cent) and national averages (60 per cent).
• 83 per cent of three year olds are receiving free early education, compared with 94 per cent nationally. This local authority needs to ensure that all three and four year olds also benefit from free early education.
	Comment: All primary school children in this local authority can attend a breakfast club if they wish to do so, providing a good start to the day and helping working parents. The local authority has also done much to fill gaps in after-school childcare.
