Childcare — a constituency profile

+ 5,900 children aged 0-4
* 10,700 children aged 5-14
* 24% of children lived in poverty in 2013 (after housing costs)

Childcare costs in Nuneaton

* Nursery, childminders and after-school clubs tend to be 10-15 per cent more expensive than the regional average price,
although the holiday childcare prices are generally about the same price as the regional average.

» West Midlands average prices are £112.77 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders = £3.80
per hour, after-school clubs = £43.18 per week and a holiday club = £108.00 per week.

Gaps in provision in Nuneaton

The biggest gaps in provision are geographical gaps in free early education places for two, three and four year olds. These gaps
are most acute in deprived areas.

Free early education in Nuneaton

* 2,046 two year olds were eligible for free early education in September 2014.

Comment

Warwickshire is a diverse county, with pockets of deprivation and also sparsely populated

rural areas, where private and voluntary sector nurseries, clubs and pre-schools may
struggle to break even. The local authority needs to consider how it might help private and
voluntary sector childcare providers to become more financially sustainable in deprived ’

areas.
