• East Midlands average prices are £118.82 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders = £3.70 per hour, after-school clubs = £48.20 per week and a holiday club = £128.44 per week.
	Gaps in provision in: Leicester
• A childcare sufficiency report was undertaken in September 2013. This identifies geographic gaps in provision. In Leicester there is a shortage of places in disadvantaged areas and a surplus of places elsewhere. This has meant that it has been difficult to find enough places for two year old children who qualify for free early education.
	Free early education in: Leicester
2,969 two year olds were eligible for free early education in September 2014. Take up stood at 47 per cent of eligible children in November 2014, much lower than regional and national averages (60 per cent). Uptake of free early education is lower among some minority ethnic groups. Quality of early education provision is an issue in this local authority, with 24 per cent of three and four year olds receiving their free early education in settings judged by Ofsted to be inadequate or in need of improvement, compared with 13 per cent nationally.

• East Midlands average prices are £118.82 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders = £3.70 per hour, after-school clubs = £48.20 per week and a holiday club = £128.44 per week.
	Gaps in provision in2: Leicestershire
• The local authority is meant to undertake an annual childcare sufficiency report and make this available to councillors and parents. This has not been undertaken, so it is difficult to judge if there is sufficient childcare in Leicestershire.
	Free early education in2: Leicestershire
• 2,084 two year olds were eligible for free early education in September 2014. Take up stood at 51 per cent of eligible children in November 2014, lower than regional (55 per cent) and national averages (60 per cent).  The take up of free early education is lower than in other local authorities with a similar economic and demographic profile.
	Comment2: Leicestershire
The Family and Childcare Trust is concerned about the lack of market management in this local authority and that proportionately few two year olds are receiving free early education.
