Childcare costs in Motherwell and Wishaw

» Scotland average prices are £110.01 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders = £4.00 per
hour, after-school clubs = £49.03 per week and a holiday club = £104.28 per week.
*» There is no data available for childcare costs in this specific area.

Gaps in provision in Motherwell and Wishaw

The local authority has little data about whether childcare provision is sufficient to meet local demand.

Free early education in Motherwell and Wishaw

* Lower proportions of children who are receiving free early education in local authority or partnership centres have access to a
registered teacher in this local authority — 56.2 per cent, compared with a Scotland average of 74.3 per cent. Access to a teacher
promotes the quality of early education, so it is important that as many children as possible receive some early education from a
qualified teacher.

» Working parents often struggle to find early learning places that offer their childcare at times of the day that fit in with parents’
work obligations. This problem is often most acute in areas such as North Lanarkshire where there is a high proportion of free
