Free early education in Finchley and Golders Green

* 2,014 two year olds were eligible for free early education in September 2014. Take up stood at 40 per cent of eligible children in
November 2014, much lower than the regional and national averages (60 per cent).

* 83 per cent of three year olds are receiving free early education, compared with 94 per cent nationally. This local authority
needs to ensure that all three and four year olds also benefit from free early education.

+ Uptake of free early education is lower than might be expected in this local authority.

This outer London borough has pockets of deprivation where there is high demand for free

early education, but shortages of provision. It also needs to look at how after-school

childcare could be made cheaper, for example, by using rent-free school premises. '
