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Childcare — a constituency profile

+ 5,800 children aged 0-4
* 10,000 children aged 5-14
* 34 per cent of children lived in poverty in 2013 (after housing costs)

Childcare costs in Liverpool Walton

* Nursery prices tend to be 5-15 per cent more expensive than the regional average prices, while childminder and after-school
clubs generally have similar prices to the regional average. Holiday childcare is 10-20 per cent cheaper than the regional average,
because the local authority has ensured that there are a large number of schemes in operation.

* North West average prices are £106.14 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders = £3.65 per
hour, after-school clubs = £43.03 per week and a holiday club = £103.38 per week.

Gaps in provision in Liverpool Walton

* The local authority undertook a childcare sufficiency assessment in 2014 and this is available on

* The biggest gaps in provision are for after-school clubs and free early education places for two, three and four year olds.

* There are also significant geographic gaps in childcare provision, with fewer places in the more deprived areas.

Free early education in Liverpool Walton

+ 3,553 two year olds were eligible for free early education in September 2014. Take up stood at 38 per cent in November 2014,
significantly lower than the regional (64 per cent) and national averages (60 per cent).

* Take-up of two year old places is lower in some minority ethnic groups.

* In contrast, there is an almost universal take-up of free early education among three year olds in this local authority.

Comment

In some parts of Liverpool there are fewer childcare places per head of population than more

prosperous areas. Demand for childcare is low because many parents struggle to pay for it.

Childcare providers may also have difficulty making enough money to stay in business,

which means that parents who need childcare may struggle to find it. ’
