Childcare costs in Warrington North

* Nurseries, childminders and after-school clubs are generally a little cheaper than the regional average price.

* Holiday childcare is often 10-15 per cent more expensive than the regional average price.

* North West average prices are £106.14 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders = £3.65 per
hour, after-school clubs = £43.03 per week and a holiday club = £103.38 per week.

Gaps in provision in Warrington North

Free early education in Warrington North

* 834 two year olds were eligible for free early education in September 2014. Take up stood at 94 per cent in November 2014,
much higher than the regional (64 per cent) and national averages (60 per cent).
* There is an almost universal take-up of free early education among three year olds in this local authority.
