Childcare — a constituency profile

* 9,400 children aged 0-4
* 15,000 children aged 5-14
+ 35 per cent of children lived in poverty in 2013 (after housing costs)

Childcare costs in Derby South

* Nursery prices are generally 10-20 per cent more expensive than the regional average. Holiday childcare is 20-40 more
expensive than the regional average. The price of childminders and after-school care are similar to regional averages.

 East Midlands average prices are £118.82 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders = £3.70 per
hour, after-school clubs = £48.20 per week and a holiday club = £128.44 per week.

Gaps in provision in Derby South

* The local authority is meant to undertake an annual childcare sufficiency report and make this available to councillors and
parents. An analysis of under-fives provision was undertaken in 2013 and is available on
http://www.derby.gov.uk/community-and-living/childcare/childcare-providers/ This identified a shortage of places for two year olds
who qualify for free early education.

* The local authority has not assessed if it has sufficient out-of-school and holiday childcare since 2011.

Free early education in Derby South

+ 1,856 two year olds were eligible for free early education in September 2014. Take up stood at 68 per cent of eligible children in
November 2014, higher than regional (55 per cent) and national averages (60 per cent).

Childcare is relatively expensive in this local authority, while wages are lower than regional
and national averages.
