Childcare costs in Chatham and Aylesford

» South East average prices are £133.27 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders = £4.60 per
hour, after-school clubs = £52.03 per week and a holiday club = £140.88 per week. The South East is the most expensive region
in Britain for holiday childcare.

+ Childcare prices in Medway are comparable to the regional average, although childminders are 10 per cent cheaper than other

areas in the region.

Gaps in provision in Chatham and Aylesford

Local authorities are obliged to carry out an annual childcare sufficiency report that examines the supply of and demand for
childcare and also provides and action plan explaining how any gaps might be filled. This report is meant to be made available to
councillors and parents. Medway Council has not undertaken any childcare sufficiency reviews since 2011, so it is difficult to see
if previous gaps have been filled. Previous childcare sufficiency assessments have indicated geographic gaps in provision, with
fewer places in the more deprived parts of this local authority.

Free early education in Chatham and Aylesford

* 1,490 two year olds were eligible for free early education in September 2014. Take up stood at 66 per cent in November 2014, a
little higher than the regional (63 per cent) and national averages (60 per cent).

+ Quality of early education provision is an issue in this local authority, with 29 per cent of three and four year olds receiving their
free early education in settings judged by Ofsted to be inadequate or in need of improvement, compared with 13 per cent
nationally.

This local authority needs to help private and voluntary sector providers improve the quality
of their provision and also become more financially sustainable.
