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	Childcare  a constituency profile: • 6,600 children aged 0-4
• 12,400 children aged 5-14
• 26% of children lived in poverty in 2013 (after housing costs)

	Childcare costs in: • Nursery prices are generally 5-15 per cent cheaper than the regional average, which childminder prices tend to be higher.
• The price of after-school and holiday childcare is generally similar to the regional average.
• Yorkshire and Humberside average prices are £96.47 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders = £3.60 per hour, after-school clubs = £42.84 per week and a holiday club = £115.12 per week.
	Gaps in provision in: • The local authority undertook a childcare sufficiency report in 2013. This showed that there were shortages of free early education places for two, three and four year olds. There is some evidence that two year olds have displaced three year olds from free provision in some instances.
• Another gap in provision is childcare for parents who have atypical work patterns, such as shift workers. Childminders are often able to provide care outside normal office hours, but their numbers have declined in recent years. 
	Free early education in: • 5,058 two year olds were eligible for free early education in September 2014. Take up stood at 62 per cent in November 2014, similar to the regional (66 per cent) and national averages (60 per cent). Given the high numbers of places needed, and traditionally lower take-up rates in some minority ethnic groups, this local authority has done well to achieve a 62 per cent take-up rate in the second year of the two year old programme.
	Comment: In parts of Bradford there are fewer childcare places per head of population than more prosperous areas. Demand for childcare is low because many parents struggle to pay for it. Childcare providers may also have difficulty making enough money to stay in business, which means that some parents who need childcare may struggle to find it. The local authority might consider how it might help childcare providers to become more financially sustainable.
