Childcare costs in Oxford West and Abingdon

+ Childcare costs in Oxfordshire are generally a similar price to the regional average for the South East. There are no parts of the
county where childcare is particularly expensive or cheap.

» South East average prices are £133.27 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders = £4.60 per
hour, after-school clubs = £52.03 per week and a holiday club = £140.88 per week. The South East is the most expensive region
in Britain for holiday childcare.

Gaps in provision in Oxford West and Abingdon

provision is childcare for disabled children and for parents who commute or have atypical work patterns.

Free early education in Oxford West and Abingdon

* 1,998 two year olds were eligible for free early education in September 2014. Take up stood at 76 per cent in November 2014,
higher than the regional (63 per cent) and national averages (60 per cent).
