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Childcare — a constituency profile

* 6,000 children aged 0-4
* 10,600 children aged 5-14
* 27% of children lived in poverty in 2013 (after housing costs)

Childcare costs in Scunthorpe

* Nurseries and childminders are generally 5-10 per cent cheaper than the regional average

+ After-school clubs and holiday childcare are generally a little more expensive than the regional average price.

* Yorkshire and Humberside average prices are £96.47 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders
= £3.60 per hour, after-school clubs = £42.84 per week and a holiday club = £115.12 per week.

Gaps in provision in Scunthorpe

» The main gaps in provision are for holiday childcare and for three and four year olds.

Free early education in Scunthorpe

» 864 two year olds were eligible for free early education in September 2014. Take up stood at 75 per cent in November 2014,
higher than the regional (66 per cent) and national averages (60 per cent).

Comment

The local authority needs to ensure that working parents have access to holiday childcare.
