Childcare costs in Rutherglen and Hamilton West

» Scotland average prices are £110.01 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders = £4.00 per
hour, after-school clubs = £49.03 per week and a holiday club = £104.28 per week.

* Childcare costs in South Lanarkshire are roughly the same as the national average for Scotland, with the exception of holiday
clubs, which are 20-40 per cent more expensive.

Gaps in provision in Rutherglen and Hamilton West

There are some geographic gaps in provision, but these are much smaller than in other parts of Scotland.

Free early education in Rutherglen and Hamilton West

* South Lanarkshire has had to find a large number of places (520) for deprived two year olds who now qualify for free early
education.

* The local authority has managed to register almost all three and four year olds in early education provision, with a registration
rate of 100 per cent.
