	Free early education in: • 1,269 two year olds were eligible for free early education in September 2014. Take up stood at 58 per cent in November 2014, lower than the regional (64 per cent) and national averages (60 per cent).
• There is an almost universal take-up of free early education among three year olds in this local authority.
