	Free early education in: • 6,306 two year olds were eligible for free early education in September 2014. 
• There is a need for more free places for two, three and four year olds in some geographic areas.

	Comment: In some parts of Lancashire there are fewer childcare places per head of population than more prosperous areas. Demand for childcare is low because many parents struggle to pay for it. Childcare providers may also have difficulty making enough money to stay in business, which means that parents who need childcare may struggle to find it.
