+ 5,600 children aged 0-4

» 25% of children lived in poverty in 2013 (after housing costs)

Childcare costs in Hemsworth

* Nursery prices tend to be about 10 per cent above the regional average price, while childminder costs are similar.

« After-school clubs are generally cheaper than the regional average, while holiday childcare is more expensive.

* Yorkshire and Humberside average prices are £96.47 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders
= £3.60 per hour, after-school clubs = £42.84 per week and a holiday club = £115.12 per week.

» The main gaps in provision are childcare for disabled children and for parents who have atypical work patterns such as shift
workers.

Free early education in Hemsworth

1,091 two year olds were eligible for free early education in September 2014. Take up stood at 100 per cent in November 2014,
much higher than the regional (66 per cent) and national averages (60 per cent). There is an almost universal take-up of free
early education among three year olds in this local authority. Quality of early education provision is an issue in this local authority,
with 22 per cent of three and four year olds receiving their free early education in settings judged by Ofsted to be inadequate or
in need of improvement, compared with 13 per cent nationally.

Comment

The local authority might consider how it could boost childminder numbers and they can

often provide flexible care for parents with atypical work patterns.
