Childcare costs in St Helens South and Whiston

Knowsley

* Nursery provision in Knowsley tends to be a little cheaper than the regional average prices. The price of childminder,
after-school and holiday childcare is generally similar to the regional average.

» North West average prices are £106.14 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders = £3.65 per
hour, after-school clubs = £43.03 per week and a holiday club = £103.38 per week.

Gaps in provision in St Helens South and Whiston

Knowsley: The local authority undertook a childcare sufficiency assessment in 2013. This identified a lack of after-school and
holiday childcare. In some areas there are still not enough places for two year olds who qualify for free early education, although
this problem is being addressed and is not so acute as in other local authorities. Parts of have fewer childcare places per head of
population than more prosperous areas. Demand for childcare is low because many parents struggle to pay for it. Childcare
providers may also have difficulty making enough money to stay in business, which means that some parents who need childcare
may struggle to find it.

Free early education in St Helens South and Whiston

Knowsley

» 1,176 two year olds were eligible for free early education in September 2014. Take up stood at 83 per cent in November 2014,
much higher than the regional (64 per cent) and national averages (60 per cent).

Comment

Knowsley

This local authority has done well to secure such a high uptake of free early education for
two year olds. However, it needs to look at how it can it can help private and voluntary sector
childcare providers to become more financially sustainable.




Childcare costs in St Helens South and Whiston

St Helens

* Nursery and holiday childcare are generally more expensive than the regional average. In particular, holiday childcare is often
20-30 per cent more expensive than the regional average. This may indicate a lack of supply.

* North West average prices are £106.14 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders = £3.65 per
hour, after-school clubs = £43.03 per week and a holiday club = £103.38 per week.

Gaps in provision in St Helens South and Whiston

St Helens: Local authorities are obliged to carry out an annual childcare sufficiency report examining the supply of and demand for childcare and also
provides an action plan explaining how any gaps might be filled. This report is meant to be made available to councillors and parents. St Helens Council has
not undertaken such a review since 2011, so it is difficult to see if previous gaps have been filled. Previous reviews indicated a shortage of holiday childcare.
The biggest challenge to childcare supply is the financial sustainability of private and voluntary sector provision. This area has fewer childcare places per
head of population than more prosperous areas. Demand for childcare is low because many parents struggle to pay for it. Childcare providers may also have
difficulty making enough money to stay in business, which means that some parents who need childcare may struggle to find it.

Free early education in St Helens South and Whiston

St Helens

» 1,043 two year olds were eligible for free early education in September 2014. The local authority has not supplied the Family
and Childcare Trust with information about how many children are receiving free early education.

Comment

St Helens

The local authority needs to intervene more actively in the local childcare market. It needs to know where gaps are not being
filled. The local authority also might consider ways that is could help childcare providers to become more financially sustainable.
