Childcare costs in Monmouth

* Nursery and holiday club provision in Monmouthshire is around 5-10 per cent cheaper than the Welsh average, whereas
childminder and after-school childcare is about 5-10 per cent more expensive.

* In Wales the average prices are £104.32 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders = £3.90 per
hour, after-school clubs = £49.74 per week and a holiday club = £109.66 per week.

Gaps in provision in Monmouth

This indicates that the main gap in provision is holiday childcare.

Free early education in Monmouth

The most deprived two year olds receive part-time free early education through the Flying Start programme. In Monmouthshire
this provided in two local authority settings, two English medium voluntary sector nurseries and one Welsh medium setting.

Comment

The local authority might consider how it might better use school premises to deliver holiday
childcare

holiday clubs are a little cheaper than the average.

* In Wales the average prices are £104.32 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders = £3.90 per
hour, after-school clubs = £49.74 per week and a holiday club = £109.66 per week.

Gaps in provision in Caerphilly

Newport

The local authority undertook a childcare sufficiency report in 2014 which is available at

This indicated that the most acute gap in Newport was holiday childcare, but there were also shortages of breakfast clubs and
childcare for the under twos.

Free early education in Caerphilly

Newport

Some 100 per cent of eligible children were receiving free early education through the Flying Start programme in 2013, which is
higher than the Wales average and much higher than the equivalent programme in England.

There are 17 settings that deliver free early education to the most deprived two year olds through the Flying Start programme,
which together can offer 688 sessions.

Comment

Newport

Gaps in provision are most acute in deprived areas, where providers may sometimes struggle to break even. The local authority
might consider how it could help private and voluntary sector businesses to become more economically sustainable.
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
