Childcare costs in Stalybridge and Hyde

« Childcare is expensive in Tameside. Alongside Stockport, this local authority has some of the most expensive childcare in the
North West. Nurseries, after-school clubs and holiday childcare is often 20-35 per cent more expensive than the regional average.
+ Childminder prices are similar to the regional average.

* North West average prices are £106.14 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders = £3.65 per
hour, after-school clubs = £43.03 per week and a holiday club = £103.38 per week.

Gaps in provision in Stalybridge and Hyde

The local authority undertook an annual childcare sufficiency in 2013. This identified a shortage of places for two year olds who
qualify for free early education. Another gap in provision was childcare for disabled children.

Free early education in Stalybridge and Hyde

1,534 two year olds were eligible for free early education in September 2014. Take up stood at 64 per cent in November 2014,
similar to the regional (64 per cent) and national averages (60 per cent). Quality of early education provision is an issue in this
local authority, with 26 per cent of three and four year olds receiving their free early education in settings judged by Ofsted to be
inadequate or in need of improvement, compared with 13 per cent nationally.The local authority needs to ensure that all children
receive free early education in high quality settings.

A large number of schools are offering after-school care in this local authority, which helps
working parents.
