* 5,400 children aged 0-4
* 11,100 children aged 5-14
* 18% of children lived in poverty in 2013 (after housing costs)

Childcare costs in Selby and Ainsty

* Childcare is expensive in North Yorkshire which may reflect the extra costs of delivering it in sparsely populated rural areas.
Nurseries, childminners and after-school clubs are generally 10-20 per cent more expensive than the regional average prices for
that type of childcare.

» The price of holiday childcare is generally similar to the regional average price.

* Yorkshire and Humberside average prices are £96.47 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders
= £3.60 per hour, after-school clubs = £42.84 per week and a holiday club = £115.12 per week.

Gaps in provision in Selby and Ainsty

North Yorkshire

The local authority undertook a childcare sufficiency report in 2014. This indicated that the biggest gaps in provision were
after-school and holiday childcare, in particular for disabled children.

Free early education in Selby and Ainsty

North Yorkshire

1,864 two year olds were eligible for free early education in September 2014. Take up stood at 59 per cent in November 2014,
lower than the regional average (66 per cent).

Comment

This local authority might look at how it could use school premises to deliver out-of-school
childcare, particularly over the holidays.




Childcare costs in Selby and Ainsty

* Nursery and childminder prices are generally similar to the regional average price.

« After-school clubs are a little more expensive than the regional average, while holiday childcare tends to be a similar price.

* Yorkshire and Humberside average prices are £96.47 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders
= £3.60 per hour, after-school clubs = £42.84 per week and a holiday club = £115.12 per week.

Gaps in provision in Selby and Ainsty

There are no large gaps in provision, although there is small shortage of after-school childcare free places for two, three and four
year olds in one part of the city.

Free early education in Selby and Ainsty

» 613 two year olds were eligible for free early education in September 2014. Take up stood at 64 per cent in November 2014,
similar to the regional (66 per cent) and national averages (60 per cent).
