Childcare costs in Montgomeryshire

+ Childcare prices in Powys overall are fairly similar to the Welsh average.
* In Wales the average prices are £104.32 per week for a part-time nursery place for a child under two, childminders = £3.90 per
hour, after-school clubs = £49.74 per week and a holiday club = £109.66 per week.

Gaps in provision in Montgomeryshire

The local authority undertook a childcare sufficiency assessment in 2014 which is available at
http://www.cypp.powys.gov.uk/uploads/media/Powys_assessment_of_childcare_sufficiency_2014.pdf
The biggest gaps in childcare are in rural areas, for the under twos, disabled children and for after-school and holiday childcare.

Free early education in Montgomeryshire

Some 81 per cent of eligible two year olds were receiving free early education through the Flying Start programme, which is
similar to the Wales average and much higher than the equivalent programme in England.

Comment

The local authority might consider how it might better use school premises to deliver

after-school and holiday childcare.
